A trip to Winterthur for the major exhibition titled Paint, Pattern, and People: Furniture of Southeastern Pennsylvania, 1725–1850 is planned for May 3.  A special package has been prepared and will include general admission to the museum and gardens, the exhibit, a lecture and exhibit tour with the curators, and a special Pennsylvania period rooms tour.  One of the curators is Lisa Minardi who served as a volunteer at the Farmstead. 
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The 2011 proposed trip exploring the historic sites of Montgomery County is being scheduled for June 28.  The itinerary for this trip will be: Pennypacker Mansion, Pottsgrove Manor.  Too often, people do not appreciate what they have in their own backyards.

An October 15 trip to the Schifferstadt Architectural Museum in Maryland is being further investigated.  Built around 1758, Schifferstadt Architectural Museum is the one of the oldest and most historic buildings in the City of Frederick, Maryland, and among the best examples of early Colonial German Architecture in the country.  Oktoberfest at Schifferstadt is a traditional eating, drinking and dancing festival that takes place the third full weekend of October each year, rain or shine. It features a beer tent, German food (wurst from the purveyor to the German Embassy), oompah band, German cultural activities, juried arts and crafts, colonial living history demonstrators and children’s fun. Admission is free to the Oktoberfest grounds. Tours of the Schifferstadt Architectural Museum include special hearth cooking demonstrations.
Our 2011 Holiday Trip is being planned for Morristown, New Jersey for their Christmas Festival at the Morristown Green.  Two dates are being considered: Saturday, December 10 or Tuesday, December 13.
